although still feeling gnerally lousy, and still impelled unwille
ingly to eat every hour. If I could only etop sleeping in the day-
time I could have Laurence back in 8 week or sc¢; I think, bul the
extra sleep seems to be important. Of course I still feel horrible
Jjust before dimer at night (2lways my worst moment) but I think
perhaps I could mansge ho ¢ook moat of the time. I'm =0 very, very.
tired 8§ this do-nothing existence! Ny lititle gd ns seem so slight,
and the vosy future so éim and distent. So you see, after all this
time I'm s8till unable to say when I can begin 1life over again.

I am sending “~aurence some cardboard that he alwayse 1llkes
to play with., Tell him that his father and mother miss him very
much &and love hin verg iear}.{. Yesterday Coit and Betsal); cane up
to our house and asked when Laurence will be back here bscause
they want him to go %o school with thens and play with them. They

brough daddy some gookies that thelr mother made for us. Abuellto
shined and polished *awrence’s new tricycle so thait vhen he comes

back home it will look even prettierthan before., Today Abuelliio

went downbtown, and when he came home on the bus he got off in

front of the Hethodist Church. He saw & little bBoy about three years
0ld who had wandered away from home and gone walking beside the dan-
gerous Georgetwwn Road, because he was too little to know any better.
Abuelito taiked to tim 1little boy, and took him home to hils moiher,
who had been worried sboubt him and gave him & big kiss, He won't do
anything so silly any more. Abuelito also saw Betsey and (olt play=
ing in e mud, bullding things. I am very glad Laurence has an
Iindian Bonneit, and I should like to see him in it. I'1ll tell tetisey
he has one the next time I see her.
