by the rebles Some had not the chance to go to there houses for a
change of clothes or bid there Tamileys good by The first alarm
they would have would see the rebels scouts & they would have to
leave I seen one man that said he was carriing a bucket of water
& he looked across to see one of his neighboors & he seen about
twenty on horse back & the woman she was pointing out the union
neighbtoors to them She was a secesh & so he had to leave I have
Just received a letter from Quin Fleming I am a1l ways glad to
get a letter Give them my best respects & tell them I will write
a gain when I get time I received a letter from Henry this week
He is well & apears to enjoy him self very well Well Cary I
wonger if you will get that letter wrote You will have to learn
fast How does General do Is he alive yet I have no herd

from nin since I left honme

Phil is here now He 1s going to stay The Colonel says he can

get him wmustered in. He can draw pay thenm We dont have so nutch

for last four or five &ays So many soldiers coming here & all

dry & hungry when they come Sells barrell of ale in a few hours
Ten cents a glass & lemonade ten cents a gzlass Cheese thirty cents
a pound Ettie I would like to see your little & your colt

& the calvs I have Bought two over coats Harvy has bought two

de intend to send them home Will start them tomorpow We will

send them to John Taylor & you can get them We bought them very
cheap if we ever get them home I bleive I have no more news to write
at preasent I will finish this letter in the morning The mail
dont leave till nine in the morning Well wife I guess you may as
well consider part of this letter wrote to you the way it is wrote
